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DID YOU KNOW??? It is a Ukrainian custom to tap each other with the blessed willow or palm branch
and say Ya ne byu, verba bye; za tizhden’, Velykden’! (“I don’t strike you, the willow strikes; in a
week’s time, the Great Day!”) It is thought that this was originally a pagan custom in which household-
ers tapped their livestock, etc., to ward off sickness, etc. With the coming of confessing faith in Jesus
Christ the custom changed to tapping other people, possibly as a reminder of the scourging of Christ, for
as Isaiah the prophet predicted: “it is by His stripes”, or wounds, “that we are healed” of our wounds of
spirit-heart, soul-mind: feelings-thoughts-desires, and body. Thus, during the Holy and Great Week, we
stand in awe of our Lord’s great love for us, from which flows our liberation and our healing!

Our healing is then added to the awe and leads us to re-commit to Him as our personal King and Ruler.

Christ, the Man of Peace, has come to reconcile us to God and to each |
other. Such is the portrait that can be drawn from today's event. From hind-
sight we know well the suspicion and hatred which lurked in the background,
and we are not too enthused by the warm reception of the crowds who lined . L
his path into the Holy City. But Jesus is faithful to His mission and so receives | # : [ T
the acclamations and tenderness of this day. The evangelist refers easily to the AN A
prophecy of the Old Testament prophet Zechariah:" Tel | t he daughter o
comes to you in al/l dhe comntergany dese $s ,pertacatf This d e ¢
phrase in no way indicates humility, but rather the peaceful intent of a monarch. The horse was
the mount in time of war; the donkey was put to use for friendly and solemn entry” (Jerome
Commentary, Zechariah, p.395).

All the succeeding events of this week ought to be seen against this Man of Peace. The
physical turmoil and moral chaos into which Jesus will be led characterizes in the most forceful
way the opposition of evil to the good and the depths of man's capacity to invoke it. The past
century had seen this scene repeated more than once and the opposition of evil to good has led
us all to be content that the appearances of peace, supposedly guaranteed by the threat of over-
whelming force, is all that we can hope for. However, since the events of our days should con-
vince even the most skeptical that peace is illusory on this basis, perhaps we Christians will be
courageous enough to return to that Man of Peace and see the terms on which He offered it.

Peace is a hard and frustrating work, based upon the reconciliation of man to himself, to
others and to his world, and thus to God. This reconciliation will always take place in the midst
of controversy and turmoil for the acquired habits of the centuries will not easily be dispensed
with. This reconciliation will be effectively found only in reconstruction, rebuilding, remaking
the conditions of life so that they are minimally fit for man. From our own Civil War, we have
an apt model for what reconstruction should not be, paternalistic, exploitive, imposed. Rather it
must be based on a realistic belief in the rights of individuals to form their own life as they see
fit, the only restriction being the common good. It consists in giving the material and support
that these people see they require, not as we see. It means also the acceptance of each person as
a mystery, made in God's image, whom no one has the right to own or control. It means, above
all, the gentle presence of the Truth, always sensitizing, correcting and supporting, but never
imposing, dominating and coercive. This Man of Piece, He is the world’s only hope.
