Re: Cathedral Outdoor Unit :Heating/Air Conditioner/Air Handling Unit 
Located in Cage -East side Cathedral/back alley 
 

The Cathedral Outdoor Unit is 35 years old and approaching the end of its functional life.  
We have received permission from Bishop Michael & Consultors to proceed with replace-
ment of this unit. 
 

Recent repair history : 
March 1, 2022-Heat Exchanger -no flame. -Heat working by April 8,2022 
Sept 22 -Dec, 2024- ñMultiple issuesò 
                       Cath/Aud -AC, Heat Exchanger and Fan -not working 
                        ordered 5 relays to replace faulty board -no longer available-         
Oct 11- Main fan /blower and heating unit working. 
                      AC fans- unable to get working  with system. 
 Nov. 29, 2024- Outdoor Heat Not Working. 
 Dec. 3, 2024- Replaced Relay-3.5hr 
 

Summer of 2025- Cathedral operated without air conditioning. 

Parish Council has included the cost of the Out Door Heating/Air Conditioner/Air Han-
dling Unit in the 2026 budget. Replacement unit has been ordered and delivery expected 
early May 2026. 

Installation by Lane Mechanical commencing about middle of May, after the Victo-
ria Day Weekend.

Lane Mechanical quote -  $42,000.00. We are to cover any electrical/misc allowing 
$5,000.00 .
