Introducing Our Missionary: Father John Sianchuk, C.Ss.R.

Fr. John was born in Erickson, Manitoba. He spent
his last two years of high school at St. Vladimir’s College in
Roblin, Manitoba where he met the Redemptorists and felt called
to join them. After professing his vows, and completing his
studies, a Masters in Divinity, at St. Michael’s University in
Toronto, Fr. John was ordained to the priesthood by Metropolitan
Maxim Hermaniuk in Dauphin, Manitoba on June 16,1974. He
continued his studies at the Oriental Institute in Rome, Italy
obtaining a Licentiate in Theology in 1981. Upon returning from
Rome, Fr. John became the Director of Redeemer House.

During this time, he was a retreat master for sisters and priests in
Canada, United States, Australia, France, Poland and Ukraine. In
1987, he became pastor of Holy Eucharist Parish in Toronto; in
1990 was in charge of Redeemer House again; from 1993 to

1999 was pastor of St. Joseph’s in Winnipeg; from 1999 to

2008 was the Provincial for the Yorkton Province; from 2008 to 2011 was pastor of our parish
at Ss. Peter & Paul; assistant pastor & then pastor at St. Joseph’s Parish in Winnipeg.

‘When Ukraine became independent, Fr. John travelled often to Ukraine to give theological
and spiritual courses. In 2001, after the beatification of Bishop and Martyr Vasyl
Velychkovsky, Fr. John became the Director and promoter of the Bishop Velychkovsky
National Martyr’s Shrine in Canada and throughout the world. He continues to this day to be
the Director of the Shrine in Winnipeg, and leader for the cause of Blessed Vasyl.
